An observation exercise from the student's notebook, he began by making a sketch of what he was observing. In his written notes, he included some observations of the pine cone's physical appearance and also that it reminded him of an experience he had with his brother.
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The student's first draft, written on colored paper outside of his notebook, includes most of the details from his observation exercise, plus additional material to elaborate on the memory he associates with pine cones.
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The final draft maintains much of the same content, though the story has been elaborated. More impressively, there is evidence of a growing understanding of line breaks and more purposeful use of interjections. In conversation, the student stated that he chose a fancy font for his final draft because classmates associated "fancy memories" of Christmas with pine cones, and he liked how his poem had more of an edge. Although he didn't have the word "ironic" in his vocabulary, he was able to describe a deliberate, ironic choice he made for presentation of his poem. 
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
